Seminary Dean of Formation, 1995-2005 (St. Elizabeth Seton Church, Orland Hills,
weekend celebrant, 1999-2005). After graduation in 1989, Fr. Hicks volunteered for
one year at Nuestros Pequenos Hermanos (NPH) in Mexico. NPH is a home
dedicated to caring for over 3,600 orphaned and abandoned children in Latin
America and the Caribbean.

Hicks moved to El Salvador to begin a five-year term as Regional Director of NPH in
Central America. From 2010-2014, Fr. Hicks served as Mundelein Seminary Dean of
Formation (St. Jerome Parish, Rogers Park, weekend celebrant, 2010-2014). Father
Hicks is currently the Vicar General for the Archdiocese of Chicago, 2015-present).
Every weekend, he celebrates Mass at different parishes throughout the
Archdiocese.
